Matters Arising

Porch Roof

Mr Hardaker reported that half the roof had been repaired, but due to a birds’ nest, the work had to be put on hold until the young had fledged.

A.O.B.

In her position as Secretary to the WI, Mrs Liz Saywell had received a leaflet from Taylor’s Tea Harrogate, offering community bursaries of up to £500 for WIs and Village Halls.  She suggested that an application could be made for a new kitchen boiler; the old one is quite dangerous when pouring.  The Committee did feel that a new boiler was warranted, however it was suggested that an application for money towards the cost of the ceiling might be a better idea.  It was decided that the possibility of getting the full £500 might be more likely on a more expensive job.

Mr Hardaker is to search the Internet for suitable freestanding boilers, which would come out of VH funds.

Mr Roger Staniland had sent e-mails to the Committee, with suggestions for a proposed Village Hall to be built on NYCC land between the old railway platform and the Cricket field.  In his opinion, if the railway or by pass were ever built, an underpass would be required; this would have to be constructed farther down the line towards Earby.   This would leave the aforesaid land free for a Village Hall and parking.  He had sent some very detailed plans to this effect.

The Committee felt that Mr Staniland had gone to a great deal of trouble with these ideas and plans.  They were somewhat reticent, but felt that the Committee should contact NYCC about any possibility of purchasing the land.  Mrs Lord was asked to send a letter.
