	 To discuss how to progress matters to finalise the terms of the Cricket Club lease.
	Cllrs were aware of the approx costs incurred so far  - £500. The solicitor said that a disproportionate amount of time had been spent on such a document.
The PC is reluctant to incur further costs and believes that it must follow the advice proffered by its solicitor on several points.

Legal advice states that the norm re payment of solicitor’s charges is that the tenant pays for the costs of a new lease. The PC will however reiterate its goodwill gesture of the Cricket Club having the 1st year’s rental waived but that this is subject to immediate signing of the lease. The offer to be withdrawn if negotiations continue.

The PC will accept the option of 2 weekends being available to the village for use of the field instead of the preferred 3.

Following professional advice received and following normal landlord/tenant procedure it was considered that the building should be insured by the PC and costs recovered from the club. As a goodwill gesture the PC would be prepared to pay 50% of the cost.
The clause relating to the possible development of the pavilion that would not impede the use of the field by the club is non negotiable.

Other  more minor amendments suggested by the club were accepted by the PC

The Cllrs strongly felt that the PC is in a position of responsibility to look after the property correctly on behalf of the village & should be seen to be doing so.

Clerk to amend the lease accordingly & instruct the PC’s solicitor to forward this as a final document to the Cricket Club’s solicitor

Clerk’s Report 26.6.09
A reply has been received from NY suggesting the most appropriate lights to be replaced first on Church & Skipton Roads, also a formal acknowledgement by NY that County will definitely adopt them. We do not qualify for funding for replacing lights as there is no record of night time accidents & decorative columns do not qualify. 

The 1st column has been ordered for installation outside Lilac Cottage.

Suggestions for the funding of road/ path improvements via the Regional Transport Board were received too late. The deadline was set for approx the same time as the notice of available funding was issued & prior to the May PC meeting. The puffin crossing was already on the list.  More detailed plans will be at the meeting for discussion.

In spite of being requested to include ins cover for the pavilion this was inadvertently omitted by the insurers. Insurance is now in place & the PC is now indemnified for the use of the sports field & pavilion for normal use. The cricket club must indemnify itself for all ball risks

Contact has been made re play field inspections. Scheduled for mid to late July if costs are agreed.
Cricket Club lease: the Clerk contacted Mr Manock of Savage Crangle with the final lease amended in the terms agreed by the PC. This will be forwarded to the club’s solicitor for consideration and a final decision as to whether it is acceptable to the members is awaited.

Quotes for 3 No signs for Morrisons Meadow & the village field have been requested. 2 to read: Morrisons Meadow Recreation Field, No Dogs Allowed. One to read: No Dog Fouling and to be sited at the village field.

The damaged arm on the village field bench has been repaired.

The condition of the surfaces of Old Rd & Cam Lane have been discussed with Mr Craven of NY Highways who will instruct an inspector to assess the situation.

SB met with D Woods of NY to discuss the proposed improvements to the top of Booth Bridge Lane. A wall is not an option but a temp barrier of, say, sleepers would be acceptable to County, other profiling & planting works were agreeable to him.
