	NY will not adopt footway lighting but will adopt roadway lighting.
The selected lighting column is approved and does comply with NY’s standards

A street by street handover to NY can be done

Column spacings must be less than 47m apart.

The selected column can be fitted over the top of existing old steel ones so reducing costs.

TiC has been on NY’s list for replacement columns since 1991

Cllrs discussed replacing 4 existing columns this year, this decision to be finalised however 1 column to be replaced by the insurers following the felling of one in Dec 08. The insurers to be asked to proceed and to order 1 column & YEDL to be instructed to commence processing the reconnection of same.

Clerk asked to contact NY to request formal confirmation of which lights most require replacement on Church & Skipton Roads and for confirmation that when completed the road will be adopted by NY street lighting. Also to ask whether NY would be able to offer 50% of the costs if indeed the lights were on NY’s list for replacement.
