For TiC the principal issues related to waste & recycling and the Local Development Framework. These areas prompted several questions from Cllrs relating to commercial waste disposal, the migration to rural areas from e.g. Leeds & Bradford leading to the urbanisation of rural areas. It was asked whether a slower growth should be encouraged – however currently the area is not meeting its targets for economic growth.

Following the discussion ms mazurka was thanked and she left the meeting.

Clerk’s Report Nov 2009
NY Highways have promised better liaison with the Parish with regard to when maintenance works will be scheduled into their programme. Drainage issues in the village will be inspected & commented upon very shortly.

Allianz has been contacted with regards to the outstanding excess amount due back to the PC following the closing of the file re the damaged & replaced street light. They currently await info from the insured party’s insurers but have agreed to chase the matter & contact the Clerk again.

A notice warning residents of rogue builders operating in the area has been posted on the notice board and on the website. Thanks to Mr Staniland.

Phil Bowdler has looked into the matter of a tree to be planted on the village green, it was thought that a tree other than a pine would be better as it would blend into the surroundings better & that it be planted near to the stocks. The tree will however lend itself to being decorated for Christmas.
Mrs Lord completed the newsletter and this has been photocopied and will be distributed with the Dec. copy of The Round.

From discussion with NY Highways it seems that the puffin crossing was given the necessary finance although as yet written confirmation has not been received. It is thought that it will be installed in Jan or Feb 2010 prior to the reinstatement of the carriageway tarmac scheduled for Feb.

The 4 new street lighting columns have been installed. YEDL will attend to disconnect the old and connect the new columns shortly. They will also make good the tarmac following the removal of the old columns.
