PB has purchased a second hand fire proof safe for the VH Records, price £45  The suggestion by a resident for an Emergency Plan to be in place for any future serious emergencies was dismissed, the feeling being that the emergency services are better placed to deal with such events. Phil Knowles has informed the PC about  free transport via the Village to Airedale Hospital three times per week, more details will be obtained. PB is to do the Summer PC Newsletter. The Queen’s Diamond Jubilee in 2012 was touched upon, if the event were to be celebrated with a permanent structure, preparations should be going ahead now.
